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| recommend each musician place a folding chair and music stand in the trunk of his car, so when we have the mass
band performance, there will be enough chairs for everyone. Plan on bringing clothespins or Plexiglas to keep your
music from flying off the stands. This event will NOT be rescheduled in case of inclement weather.

Several FOOD TRUCKS will be offering everything from tacos to ice cream for purchase, so plan to bring plenty of cash to
spend on great food! Artists will be on site, showing and selling their artwork. So, this is another opportunity to spend
some cash, if you wish!
